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Secondary SBG Overview
• Allows standards to be linked to courses
• Allow for rubric grading of the standards
• Standards display on Grade Report Card
• Secondary SBG combines SBG practices with Grade Reporting to 

produce a report card

Adding Standards to Courses
• Each course must be assigned associated standards added on the 

Standards tab



Grade Reporting Options
• Grade Report Options → Secondary SBG Grade Reporting Options
• Push and Pull Setup supports copying Secondary SBG Options to 

other sites:  Table – GradeRptgSbg 
• Define Grade Range and Push, if applicable



Grade Reporting Mark Types
• Grade Report Options → Secondary SBG Grade Reporting Options
• Mark Type 1 – (default is Achievement) used for achievement level
• Mark Type 2 – (default is Effort) used for applied effort
• Mark Type 3 – (default is Progress Towards Standards) used for 

measuring standard progress
• Mark Type 4 – Check Mark (cannot be changed/hardcoded)
• Mark Type 5 – Other Comment Grade 1-5 (cannot be 

changed/hardcoded)

Secondary SBG Teacher Portal
• Teachers will enter grades, as always
• For manual entry:
• From the Grades page in Edit Mode, click the expand (+) on a 

student to view the associated standards
• Click the Edit link above the standard ID to apply SBG marks

Secondary SBG Load From GBK
• Teachers will import grades, as always
• For Load From Gradebook entry:
• Only summative assignments are included in report cards



Import Grades Options
• Overall Grade and Load Grade for Standards options display
• Load Overall Grade is run separately for loading GRD grades (A-F)
• Select Load Grades for Standards
• Select SBG Gradebook (Rubric)



Import Grades Rubric Values
• Verify Low/High Rubric values and Low/High Non-Rubric values
• For Non-Rubric gradebooks, choose either:
• Trend – Linear Regression Analysis
• Max Score 



Import Grades Standards
• Each standard displays with the assigned summative assignment 

and earned mark
• Click Import Grades 



Rubric Grade Values
• Each subject displays associated standards and marks



Non Rubric Grade Values
• Each subject displays associated standards and marks
• Non Rubric displays all assignments but only summative are calculated
• Formative assignments display with italicized text

• Displays three scores:  Min, Max and Trend
• Teachers can choose which to assign by clicking the the score

• Option to Include Only Standards with Marks
• Print Report Card 
• Update Report Card History
